The popularity of golf has become so great that the links maintained by the 
Municipality are wholly inadequate to afford the public the fullest opportunity to play 
and enj oy the game. 

The passage of tax exempt legislation has so stimulated the construction of homes 
in the outlying sections of the City that it may soon be difficult to acquire within the 
City limits additional unimproved property of sufficient area to layout additional golf 
courses. I believe moreover that the property for that purpose could now be acquired, 
improved and maintained on a revenue producing basis. I would respectfully suggest 
that the Park Board be requested to advise: 

1. Whether there is sufficient available space to layout additional golf courses 
on park property suitable for that purpose? If so, that the Park Board be requested 
to furnish at its earliest convenience, a detailed statement of the location and cost 
thereof. 

2. That the Park Board report whether any surveyor investigation has been made 
with a view to acquiring additional suitable land for the laying out and establishment 
of additional golf courses with the estimated cost thereof. If not, that such an inves­
tigation and survey be made forthwith.
