The general figure of $2,000 per annum was complained of as insufficient and 
the suggestion offered that General Foremen and District Foremen ought to be 
paid $3,000, and Foremen of Laborers $2,500. 

Commissioner Herrick reported a conference with the Director of the Budget 
in which he had been informed that the proposed budget figures would have to 
show no increase over the current salaries or wages of the employee personnel 
in the City Departments. He said that the effort to adjust and equalize the 
pay of the Foremen of Laborers, which he favored as being fair and just, would 
have to be made in a supplemental application to the Board of Estimate and 
Apportionment by each Commissioner in his individual administrative jurisdiction. 

Mr. McQuade of the Committee suggested as a view held by the members 
of the Association that an utterance in favor of the increase of pay on the part 
of the Park Board would be helpful in securing it. 

Commissioner O'Rourke explained that the foremen in the Borough of Rich­
mond were per diem employees and expressed his entire sympathy with the 
effort to do justice to the men concerned.
